AGREEMENT FOR ACTIVATION AND FINANCING OF 
_________ PLACES WITH SCHOLARSHIPS OF THE PHD IN “_________________”_______ Cycle
THE POLITECNICO DI MILANO (TAX CODE 80057930150, VAT NO. 04376620151) with registered offices in P.zza Leonardo da Vinci, 32 - 20133 Milan, represented by the Head of the Department of ______________, Prof. _________________, hereinafter the “Politecnico”
AND
(The institution/company) __________ (TAX CODE _____________., VAT NO. ________) in the person of Mr. _________, born in _____________ on _______________ as _____________ by virtue of the resolution of _____________ on _____________ hereinafter  the “Company”
hereinafter severally “Party” and jointly “Parties”, 
stipulate this Agreement including the Attachments which form an intergral part of the same, hereinafter “Agreement”.
WHEREAS
· the Politecnico, public cultural institution, has among its primary objectives the development and transmission of scientific, technological and artistic knowledge, as well as cultural and professional preparation of students;
· the Politecnico has established, as part of the educational offer of the PhD School, Department of ______________________ the PhD Programme  ______ with duration of 3 years for the  _____ cycle, intended to provide students with scientific knowledge in the subject of ________________; 
· the PhD is the highest level of university education according to the Bologna Process, aimed at creating a highly culturally qualified educational product to develop professionals able to carry out high-profile research activities in the ambit of industrial and service companies, in public bodies and universities, hereinafter the “PhD”;
· PhD programmes offer a selected number of graduates, with a solid background, with an aptitude for exploration and innovation, the opportunity to gain leading-edge expertise in specific fields of high scientific, technological, social and economic significance;
· the Company, interested in the execution and development of research activities in __________, has expressed its willingness to enter into cooperation with the Politecnico aimed at supporting and strengthening the aforementioned PhD programme;
· the research activity, financed by the Company, shall be developed by a student considered eligible, hereinafter “PhD Student”;

· the PhD student is a researcher at the start of his/her career (early stage researcher) taking part in the research work of Departments and who is following a PhD training programme. During his/her studies, to which he/she is admitted by assessing the ability and aptitude for research, the PhD student develops the ability to manage and carry out research and acquires leading-edge skills immediately transferable to the field. At the end of the programme he/she acquires the qualification of Doctor of Philosophy;
· from the research work of the PhD programme results may ensue which could be protected according to the current legislation on intellectual property, hereinafter "RESULTS";
· article 6 paragraph 3 of the "University regulations on Industrial Property”, issued by rectorial decree on 7 October 2011 (Registered on the same date with Index No. 2400 Ref . No. 25631, Title I Class 3 UOR AG) regulates ownership by the Politecnico of property rights deriving from inventions by University employees and non-employee interns (a category which, under article 2, letter e) of said Regulations, also includes students) within the scope of research contracts and research collaborations (including but not limited to PhD scholarships and research grants financed by third parties; workshops or in general activities promoted and financed by third parties) stipulated within the scope of University research in which the same may participate in various capacities and in any manner, including within the scope of teaching activities; 
· following graduation, the university files a copy of the thesis at the National Libraries of Rome and Florence;
· the PhD student is required to attend the courses and to continuously study and carry out  research as defined by Academic Board;
· the Academic Board, hereinafter the “Board”, is responsible for the training programme and activities concerning the PhD programme;
The foregoing recitals, accepted by the Parties, form an integral part of this Agreement.
NOW, THEREFORE, THE PARTIES AGREE AS FOLLOWS:
ARTICLE 1
The Politecnico undertakes to activate _______ (figures) ___________ (___________ (words) ___________) PhD places with scholarship within the scope of the PhD programme in _______________ financed by the Company.
Such places shall be subject to competition, along with other places with scholarship awarded by the Politecnico, in accordance with the provisions, requirements, procedures and criteria established by existing university legislation on the matter.
ARTICLE 2
The places financed by the Company shall be with regard to study of the following topics ________.
Candidates interested in the development of the above topic(s) must have passed the entrance competition for the PhD programme ___________cycle

The Board shall indicate the name(s) of the eligible candidate(s).
ARTICLE 3
The Company undertakes to pay the Politecnico - Department of ______the amount of €___________ (figures) ___________ (___________ (words) ___________) inclusive of tax and social security contributions for financing ___________ scholarships to be awarded to the winners of the public competition for admission to the PhD in question, suitably positioned in the ranking, in possession of legal and economic requirements prescribed by law.
The contribution pursuant to the preceding paragraph includes the expenditure necessary to finance the scholarships in question, a budget for research activities in Italy and abroad of the PhD candidate (€ ________ per scholarship), and the increase of 50% corresponding to any periods spent abroad for an expected period of ___________ months, authorised by the Academic Board. Any residual unused amounts of this increase shall be allocated by the Politecnico to finance other PhD scholarships.
ARTICLE 4
The Company, in addition to the amount pursuant to article 3, undertakes to pay the Politecnico - Department of ______ the amount of (figures) ___________ (.___________ (words) ___________) as a contribution to the functioning of the PhD Programme in “_________________” in order to contribute to the increase in resources necessary for carrying out teaching activities related to the places subject of the Agreement.
ARTICLE 5
The contributions pursuant to articles 3 and 4 shall be paid to the Politecnico - Department of ______ in a lump sum within ___________ days of signature of the agreement and in any case before the start of the programmes.
Should the place made ​​available by the Company not be used and/or should the conditions necessary for activation of the PhD Programme in ___________ not be met, the corresponding financing shall be used for the purposes indicated in the next cycle of PhD programmes on the same topic or another topic to be agreed in writing between the parties, and so on until the place is used. Should the Politecnico in subsequent cycles not activate a PhD programme on the topic or related topics, the financing for the part not used shall be returned to the Company without charges or interest by 30 September of the corresponding academic year.
(Or) 
The contributions pursuant to articles 3 and 4 shall be paid to the Politecnico - Department of ______ in three annual instalments as follows:
· the first instalment, of (figures) ___________ (___________ (words) ___________), inclusive of the 50% increase for any periods spent abroad, within 30 days of enrolment of the successful candidate in the programme;
· the second instalment, of (figures) ___________ (___________ (words) ___________), within 30 days of the start of the second year of the programme;
· the third instalment, of (figures) ___________ (___________ (words) ___________), within 30 days of the start of the third year of the programme.
As a guarantee of the integral and prompt fulfilment of the obligation pursuant to Articles 3, 4 and 5, a surety for the entire amount made available is provided, attached to this agreement of which it forms an integral part.
ARTICLE 6
The above amounts shall be paid by the COMPANY to the POLITECNICO - Department of______  as follows:__________________________________________________________________
ARTICLE 7
In the event of an increase of the amount of the scholarships due to legislation or by supervening taxes or contributions, the Company undertakes to pay the Politecnico - Department of ______ the additional amount required for payment of such increase within 30 (thirty) days of notification.
ARTICLE 8
The scholarships established on the basis of this agreement are in all respects indistinguishable from scholarships resulting from the state budget and subject to the same regulations. Awarding of these scholarships shall not give rise to employment relationships either with the Politecnico or the Company or to automatic pension rights and assessments for the purposes of economic and legal careers.
As regards the rules governing the conduct of the PhD programme, express reference is made to existing regulations, in particular to the PhD Regulations of the Politecnico, approved with Rectoral Decree Index No. 159 prot. 2425 of 11.01.2018, which the parties declare to be aware of and accept.
ARTICLE 9
For the purposes of this Agreement, by “Confidential Information” is meant all information provided in tangible form, including but not limited to, deeds, documents, drawings, product samples, data, analyses, reports, studies, graphical representations, calculations, evaluations, reports on production technology and processes, models and tables, owned by the Company and communicated to the Politecnico, in writing or transmitted physically and in any case all identifiable in forms or other documents with the wording “Confidential”, hereinafter “Confidential Information”, which may be used by the PhD student during the PhD programme to obtain the PhD qualification.
The Politecnico undertakes to have the PhD student, under his/her personal responsibility, take the following commitments: 
· consider as private and confidential information received from the Company in execution of this Agreement and related to obtaining the PhD qualification; 
· not to reproduce and use for purposes other than obtaining the PhD qualification the Confidential Information which shall be provided and/or disclosed and/or acquired from the Company by the Politecnico in execution of this Agreement and related to obtaining the PhD qualification; 
· treat as private and confidential the Confidential Information in contexts and occasions other than those of training and research activities which the PhD student shall comply with in obtaining the PhD qualification;
· apply to all Confidential Information, received pursuant to this Agreement, at least the same type of treatment and protection from dissemination applied to its own proprietary and confidential information, and in any case not less than a degree of protection objectively considered to be reasonable;
· use Confidential Information only in activities related to obtaining the PhD qualification;
· limit dissemination of Confidential Information within its organisation only to persons whose duties justify knowledge of such Confidential Information. 
The Politecnico shall not be liable for any damages that may result from a violation of the Confidential Information pursuant to this Agreement if it proves that such violation occurred despite the use of due diligence. 
Except in case of gross negligence or withfull misconduct the parties hereby agree that any action for damages arising from infringement of the provisions of this article cannot, under any circumstances, involve compensation exceeding the amount provided for in the present Agreement.
In the event of a joint decision between the Parties to file a patent application, the Politecnico undertakes to defer any publication concerning such patentable Results for the time required for filing the patent application and in any case for not more than 90 (ninety) days.
The Politecnico cannot exclude that within its organisation there are other research groups which, independently, are conducting research on behalf of third party customers or out of “curiosity”, in the same field of activity covered by this Agreement.
ARTICLE 10
(Not required when the financing institution is another University)
At the request of the financing body, the PhD thesis, as well as any other work proposed for publication and resulting from the request financed by the PhD scholarship, shall be made available to financing body at least thirty days prior to the date of publication, in order to verify that such documents do not contain Confidential Information, owned by the body and which the same does not wish to publish.

ARTICLE 11

(Where required. In particular, not required when the financing institution is another University).
In the event that the Results of the research proposed by the PhD scholarship are patentable, the Politecnico may decide whether to file a patent application or not. Should it decide to do so: 1) the Politecnico shall have the right to write the patent; 2) the Politecnico shall be indicated as the patent holder and shall specify the names of the inventors; 3) the Politecnico shall bear the costs of filing and any subsequent extension and maintenance costs; 4) the Company shall have an option on exclusivity should the Politecnico receive requests from third parties to license use of the patent, considered of interest by the Politecnico itself. This right may be exercised at the same conditions as the third party offer.

(Or) 

Should the Results of the research proposed with the PhD scholarship be patentable, the Company shall be notified immediately and shall express its interest in each of these possible patents. 

In the affirmative case, the Company shall acquire title to any such patent at the following conditions: 1a) the Company (shall have the right to write the patent; 2a) the Politecnico shall be indicated as co-owner of the patent and shall specify the names of the inventors; 3a) simultaneously with the filing, the Politecnico shall transfer its ownership to the Company; 4a) the Company shall bear the costs of filing and any subsequent extension and maintenance costs; 5a) in the case of filing of a national patent application the Company shall pay the Politecnico and its inventors an overall amount of € 5,000.00; in the case of the filing of an international application or request for extension the Company shall pay the Politecnico and its inventors a further overall amount of € 10,000.00. Other than said amounts, nothing shall be due to the Politecnico and to the inventors specified by the Politecnico on the part of the Company concerning the filed patent.
Should the Company not express interest in the patent, the Politecnico shall be free to decide whether to file a patent application or not. Should it decide to do so: 1b) the Politecnico shall have the right to write the patent; 2b) the Politecnico shall be indicated as the patent holder and shall specify the names of the inventors; 3b) the Politecnico shall bear the costs of filing and any subsequent extension and maintenance costs; 4b) the Company shall have a pre-emption right on exclusivity should the Politecnico receive requests from third parties to license use of the patent, considered of interest by the Politecnico itself. This right may be exercised at the same conditions as the third party offer.
In any case, the Company shall be required to express its interest in the patent within 30 days of written notice from the Politecnico concerning the Results considered patentable. In case of failure to respond, it shall be tacitly considered that the Company is not interested in the patent. 

ARTICLE 12
This Agreement is subject to Italian law. The Parties undertake to amicably settle any dispute that may arise in the interpretation, application and/or validity of this Agreement. Should it not be possible to reach an amicable settlement, said disputes shall be referred exclusively to the Court of Milan.
ARTICLE 13
All direct and indirect taxes arising from this Agreement shall be borne by the Company.
ARTICLE 14
The Parties mutually declare to be informed (and, correspondingly, expressly consent) that the "personal data" provided, for the purposes of this agreement, is processed exclusively for the purposes of the contract itself, through the operations described by the art. . 4.2 of the GDPR (EU Regulation 2016/679), aware that failure to provide it may result in failure or partial implementation of the agreement. Furthermore, said data may be processed, entirely anonymously, for statistical purposes, by way of communication to public entities for the pursuit of their institutional goals when they request it, as well as private subjects, when the purpose of the request is compatible with the institutional aims of the University. Co-owners with regard to the processing of data referred to in this article are: the COMPANY as identified above, named and domiciled; the Polytechnic of Milan - General Manager on delegation of the pro-tempore Rector contact: dirgen@polimi.it . Finally, the Parties declare that they are informed about the rights of the data subject referred to in Chapter III of the GDPR. If, in this agreement, a provision and / or article proves to be inapplicable, it will be modified to the extent strictly necessary to make it compliant with current legislation. The other provisions / articles will remain unchanged and will continue to produce their effects. No modification or addition to this agreement will be considered valid or binding between the parties if it is not put in writing and signed by both parties.

ARTICLE 15
For all matters not covered by this Agreement the provisions of current Italian legislation shall apply.

Declares
acceptance, by signing this document, of the conditions specified below which govern his/her relationship with the Politecnico di Milano (“Politecnico”) and with the Company _____(“Company”) with regard to the corresponding relationship between the Company and the Politecnico within the scope of which the activities of the undersigned shall be carried out.

Ownership of Results
Without prejudice to the inalienable moral right to be recognised as author of the Results the undersigned undertakes to assign to the Politecnico the  economic exploitation rights of the same, as well as any invention deriving from the Results described by the Agreement between the Politecnico and the Company, which the undersigned declares to have read. In this case, the undersigned undertakes to provide the Company and/or the Politecnico the information and elements necessary for filing the drawings deriving from the Results or filing the patent application.
In the event of a joint decision to file a patent application, the Undersigned undertakes to defer any publication concerning such patentable Results for the time required for filing the patent application and in any case for not more than 90 (ninety) days.
Confidentiality 
The undersigned undertakes to maintain, with regard to any unauthorised person, confidentiality concerning the information, knowledge and documents which shall for any reason come into his/her possession within the scope of the Agreement, as well as with regard to the Results and any result(s) achieved within the scope of the Agreement and to use the same solely for the purposes of the Agreement. 

In particular, the undersigned, under his/her personal responsibility, undertakes to:
a)
treat as private and confidential the Confidential Information in contexts and occasions other than those of training and research activities which the PhD student shall comply with in obtaining the PhD qualification;
b)
apply to all Confidential Information, received pursuant to this Agreement, at least the same type of treatment and protection from dissemination applied to its own proprietary and confidential information, and in any case not less than a degree of protection objectively considered to be reasonable;
c)
use Confidential Information only in activities related to obtaining the PhD qualification;
d)
limit dissemination of Confidential Information within its organisation only to persons whose duties justify knowledge of such Confidential Information in order to obtain the PhD qualification which said Company has financed.
Should the undersigned decide to abandon the PhD Programme, with a duration of 3 (three) years, the same undertakes to return "Confidential Information" provided by the Company or by the Politecnico, disclosed in writing or physically transmitted and in any case all identifiable in forms or other documents with the wording “Confidential”, which the undersigned has used during the PhD programme. 
The undersigned undertakes, moreover, to maintain confidentiality of said “Confidential Information” for 3 (three) years from the date of abandonment of studies.
The information, knowledge and documents, as well as projects and any other result(s) achieved by the undersigned within the scope of the  Agreement, using the "Confidential Information" provided by the Company may be the subject of publications dealing with the same, in whole or in part, with the prior approval of the Company itself.
The obligation of confidentiality and non-use pursuant to this letter shall expire with expiry of  the Agreement  between the Company and the Politecnico or with the discussion/publication of the PhD thesis. Such obligation shall cease to be effective when the information comes into the public domain for reasons not attributable to the undersigned.
