AGREEMENT FOR DOUBLE PhD PROGRAM BETWEEN

The Silesian University of Technology

Registered address:  Akademicka 2A, 44-100 Gliwice, Poland

Represented by: Prof. Arkadiusz Mężyk, Rector of the Silesian University of Technology

(hereinafter referred to as the “SUT”)
and

Politecnico di Milano, 

Registered address: Piazza Leonardo da Vinci 32, 20133, Milano, Italy, 

Represented by: Prof. Donatella Sciuto, Rector of Politecnico di Milano 

(hereinafter referred to as the “POLIMI”)
 hereinafter referred to individually as ‘the University” or collectively as ‘the Universities. 
Preamble

In consideration of laws and regulations governing the co-operation between public institutions of a scientific, cultural and professional nature and other public or private organizations in Poland and Italy;

In consideration of the Act of 20 July 2018 - Law on Higher Education and Science (i.e. Dz. U. of 2020, item 85 as amended) and the Regulations on the Doctoral Research Program of the Silesian University of Technology;

In consideration of the Regulations on the Doctoral Research Program of the Politecnico di Milano

Silesian University of Technology and Politecnico di Milano 
agree to develop a system of academic exchanges that will allow a PhD candidate to perform coordinated doctoral studies at both Universities, one of them being the Home University and the other being the Host University, by participating in a jointly implemented Horizon Europe MSCA project “Active reduction of noise transmitted into and from enclosures through encapsulated structures”, no. 101073037, further referred to as the HE Project, jointly guided by scientific supervisors (promoters) from both Universities, aimed at obtaining a doctoral degree from each University by satisfying the requirements and quality standards of the doctoral studies of each University. 

This agreement is based on the principles specified hereunder. 

Part 1 - General principles

1. Admission

The admission to each doctoral program is by two separate and independent selection processes, in accordance with the respective regulations of each University. 

Each University will inform the other about the admission.
2. Language requirements

The PhD candidate must have a good knowledge of the English language and engage to learn the languages of the Home and Host Universities. 

3. Starting date

The starting date of the double PhD program coincides with the beginning date of the doctorate which has the latest starting date.

4. Duration of studies 

The duration of the doctorate will be four years after the starting date of the programme at the Home University, unless extraordinary, exceptional and clearly motivated situations justify a reduction or extension. In particular, if the double PhD specified objectives are not reached, the duration may be extended beyond the four years for up to an additional year and in accordance with the regulations of the two Universities.

5. Residency

The research and study activities will be carried out mostly at the Home University and the PhD candidate will be seconded to the Host University, as it follows from the Grant Agreement and Consortium Agreement for the HE Project. If more time is needed to spend at the Host Unversity, this additional stay can be arranged after the period funded from the HE Project and the Host University can be requested to guarantee a funding for that term. The supervisor from Host University will have many opportunities to meet the PhD candidate during various network events organised within the HE Project. 

Visits at other Institutions follow from the HE Project implementation.
6. Enrolment and fees

The PhD candidate once enrolled will participate in the doctoral training programme at both Universities. However, the enrolment fees will be paid only to the Home University, as specified in the Addendum of this document (Individual data and conditions). The training obligations completed at one University can be approved by the other University. SUT according to Polish law does not charge the PhD candidates any tuition fee.
7. Supervision of the PhD candidate
Both the SUT and POLIMI appoint a professor, being the Principal investigators in the HE Project, as the main supervisor, as detailed in the Addendum of this document (Individual data and conditions). Both Universities could also appoint other second supervisors. The PhD candidate will turn to the supervisors for advice or assistance during her/his residence at that University. The supervisors will jointly exercise the function of scientific guide of the PhD candidate and are responsible for the PhD candidate doctorate education and research training. According to the HE Project regulations the PhD candidate will be supported by the International Supervisory Council dedicated for his PhD subject.
8. Studying activities

The main activities that the PhD candidate must carry on during the doctoral program include taking advanced level courses, doing research work and elaborating and defending the doctoral thesis. The PhD candidate may take courses and the associated exams at each of the two Universities, in accordance with the study curriculum concerted with the supervisors.

At least 30 ECTS credits related to courses must be obtained in both Universities, 15 of which must be obtained at the POLIMI and at least 10 at SUT. The study plan of the PhD candidate will be defined jointly by the supervisors of the two Universities and will be detailed in the Addendum (Individual data and conditions). Generally, a minimum period of 12 months at POLIMI and 12 months at SUT is expected. Exceptions to this rule apply for this agreement, as it is stated in Section 5.

The PhD candidate shall fulfill all requirements and regulations ruling the Ph.D. programs of both Universities, particularly with regard to the course credit recognition, qualifying examination (if requested) etc.

The doctoral thesis is expected to contain research material of relevance superior to that attainable by work performed within a single PhD program. It will be written in English, with two extended summaries in the languages of the two involved Universities.
9. Intermediate evaluations

Each University will separately examine and evaluate the progress of the PhD candidate annually or with the prescribed frequency and transmit the result of the evaluation to the other University.
10. Final evaluation, award of the degree 
After completing the double doctoral program and satisfying all the associated requirements (in particular the fulfilment of the coursework credits and the positive committee’s evaluation of the thesis work) the PhD candidate will be awarded the “Dottorato di ricerca in ……” by Politecnico di Milano and the title ”doktor nauk inżynieryjno-technicznych” by Silesian University of Technology.
11. Composition of final evaluation committee and defence of the thesis
The committee for the thesis defence will be composed of at least five eligible experts in the subject of the thesis.  The committee will be nominated jointly by the two Universities and approved by the Rector of Silesian University of Technology and the Rector of Politecnico di Milano.  The committee shall proceed in accordance with the regulations applied at the Home University at which the disputation is held. 

The defence of the thesis will be held at the Home University and in the English language.

Three professors from Institutions different from the two Universities engaged in this agreement will have to prepare a written review of the thesis work.

12. Financial matters and employment
According to the HE Project regulations, the PhD candidate is / will be employed full time at the Home University and receive the salary and will be covered under the social security scheme for three years from the HE Project. After the funding is finished the PhD candidate is expected to be financially supported by a scholarship from the Home University, until four years of PhD study at the Home University is finished. Potential further funding depends on the regulations of the Universities.
The PhD candidate will assume expenses for travel, accommodation and all living expenses, except those covered by the HE Project. 

For the PhD candidate’s activities each University will freely make available its own resources, including laboratories.

The travel expenses for the POLIMI thesis supervisors will be in charge of the supervisors’ own research funds and/or of the Dipartimento di Mechanico or the HE Project.
The travel expenses for the SUT thesis supervisors will be in charge of the supervisors’ own research funds or the HE Project.
The travel expenses for the external members of the committee will be in charge of the PhD candidate’s Home University.

There are no other financial charges for the Universities.

13. Research results protection
The protection of the thesis content and the publication, exploitation and protection of the results of the involved researches will be subject to the regulations of both Universities.

If required, special agreements on the protection of intellectual property will be concluded.

The thesis will be stored in the libraries required by the state and university regulations.

14. Health insurance and protection measures
The PhD candidate will be required to show proof of health insurance before assuming his/her residency at the Universities.

Each University shall maintain policies of insurance and safety for PhD candidates within the law of its own country.

15. Controversies

If any dispute arises between the Universities, they will in good faith attempt to negotiate a settlement. If unsuccessful any dispute concerning the validity, the interpretation or the performance of this Agreement shall be finally settled under the Rules of the ICC (International Chamber of Commerce) by one or more arbitrator(s) appointed in accordance with the said Rules. The place of arbitration shall be Paris, France. The proceedings shall be conducted in the English language.

16. Expiration of this agreement

This agreement for a double PhD for the PhD candidate indicated in the Addendum of this document will expire when both PhD degrees are conferred, and in any way will expire five years after the starting date of the double PhD program.

Should the PhD candidate decide not to proceed with the program, or be denied authorization to proceed, the two Universities will end jointly the present agreement.

17. Languages

This agreement has been signed in three copies in English, one for the PhD Candidate, one for SUT and one for POLIMI.

SECURITY AND PRIVACY POLICY INFORMATION

I. Legal basis

III. Purposes of the processing 

We will process your personal data for purposes as follows:

Conducting communication with you via e-mail or telephone, if you have initiated such communication – art. 6 par. 1(c) of the GDPR (Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the European Parliament and of the Council of April 27, 2016, on the protection of individuals concerning the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data, and repealing Directive 95/46/ EC – General Data Protection Regulation, Official Journal of the EU L 119 of 04./05/2016, page 1, as amended).
