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AGREEMENT FOR DOUBLE PhD PROGRAM BETWEEN

UNIVERSITE DE LORRAINE


Preamble

In consideration of laws and regulations governing the co-operation between public institutions of a scientific, cultural and professional nature and other public or private organizations in Italy and abroad;


In consideration of the Regulations on the Doctoral Research Program of the Politecnico di Milano;

In consideration of the French Decree of 25 May 2016 setting the national framework for training and the modalities leading to the issuance of national doctoral degree;

In consideration of the Doctoral Charter of the Université de Lorraine available here: http://doctorat.univ-lorraine.fr/sites/default/files/user/futurs%20doctorants/doctoral_charter.pdf;

In consideration of the internal regulations of the doctoral school of the Université de Lorraine where the doctoral student is enrolled;

with legal domicile at piazza Leonardo da Vinci 32, 20133 Milano (Italy), represented in this deed by its Rector, Prof. Donatella Sciuto and


the Université de Lorraine


scientific, cultural and professional public institution, created in the form of a “Grand Etablissement”,  
with legal domicile at 34 cours Léopold BP25233 54052 NANCY cedex France, siret n°130 506 015 00012 
hereafter referred to as “UL” represented by its President, Hélène Boulanger, 


agree to develop a system of academic exchanges that will allow a PhD candidate to perform coordinated doctoral studies at both Institutions by spending periods of similar duration at both sites, jointly guided by scientific supervisors from both Institutions, aimed at obtaining the doctoral title from each Institution by satisfying the requirements and quality standards of the doctoral studies of each Institution. 

This agreement is based on the principles specified hereunder. 




Part 1 - General principles

Admission

The admission to each doctoral program is by two separate and independent selection processes, in accordance with the respective regulations of each Institution. 
Each Institution will inform the other about the admission.

Language requirements


The PhD candidate must have a good knowledge of the languages of the two Institutions or at least of the language of one of the two Institutions and of the English language.

Starting date


The starting date of the double PhD program coincides with the beginning date of the doctorate which has the latest starting date.

Duration of studies 


The duration of the doctorate will be four years after the starting date of the double Ph.D. program, unless extraordinary, exceptional and clearly motivated situations justify a reduction or extension In particular, if the double PhD specified objectives are not reached, the duration may be extended beyond the four years for up to an additional year and in accordance with the regulations of the two Institutions. 
The PhD candidate will spend at Politecnico di Milano at least 12 months
In France, the reference duration of a PhD is 3 years for a full-time thesis. The thesis can be extended for one additional year at a time, provided that the doctoral student obtains the necessary authorizations to continue by the relevant bodies of both Partner Institutions

Residency


The research and study activities will be carried out at the two Institutions during alternated or consecutive periods. The total duration of the periods spent at each of the two Institutions is expected to be concerted by the supervisors (art. 7). 
Visits at Institutions other than the hosting one can be authorized, if useful to the studies.

Enrolment and fees, health insurance and protection measures


The PhD candidate will be enrolled annually at both Institutions. However, the scholarship will be provided only by the hosting Institution for the first year, and by the home institution (i.e. the institution of origin) for the remaining three years, as specified in Addendum. (However the enrolment fees will be paid only to the home Institution (i.e. the Institution of origin), as specified in Part 2 of this document.)

The PhD candidate will be required to show proof of health insurance before assuming his/her residency at the hosting Institutions. Each institution shall maintain policies of insurance and safety for staff and students within the law of its own country.
The doctoral student also commits to take out a civil liability insurance, with the insurance company of their choice. A certificate of insurance will be requested upon registration in France.


Supervision of the PhD candidate

Each Institution will appoint a professor as thesis supervisor. The PhD candidate will turn to the supervisor for advice or assistance during her/his residence at that Institution. The two supervisors will jointly exercise the function of scientific guide of the PhD candidate and are responsible for the PhD candidate doctorate education and research training.
The time spent to prepare the thesis is split between the two Partner Institutions according to a schedule established jointly by the two thesis supervisors and the doctoral student. 
In accordance with the applicable regulations related to doctoral studies in the Partner Institutions, the doctoral student must spend at least 12 months, consecutive or not, at each Partner Institution.

Studying activities

The main activities that the PhD candidate must carry on during the doctoral program include taking advanced level courses, doing research work and elaborating and defending the doctoral thesis. The PhD candidate may take courses and the associated exams at each of the two Institutions, in accordance with the study curriculum concerted with the supervisors. 
At least 30 ECTS credits related to courses must be obtained at the Politecnico di Milano (At least 30 ECTS credits related to courses must be obtained in both Universities; 15 of which must be obtained at the Politecnico di Milano)

The doctoral student must attend a mandatory class on ethics and scientific integrity.
At UL, the doctoral student must validate a minimum of 30 credits obtained by valuing activities and attending specific training courses. The distribution of credits to be obtained and the catalog of training courses can be consulted on the website of the doctoral school. The cotutelle program can be recognized with training credits. Furthermore, the doctoral student must attend a mandatory class on ethics and scientific integrity (decree of May 25, 2016). 
The PhD candidate shall fulfil all requirements and regulations ruling the Ph.D. programs of both Institutions, particularly with regard to the course credit recognition, qualifying examination (if requested) etc.
The doctoral thesis is expected to contain research material of relevance superior to that attainable by work performed within a single PhD program. It will be written in English, with two extended summaries in the languages of the two involved Institutions.


Intermediate evaluations

Each Institution will separately examine and evaluate the progress of the PhD candidate annually or with the prescribed frequency, and transmit the result of the evaluation to the other Institution.
At UL, the doctoral student has to convene an individual monitoring committee at the end of each academic year. The role of the CSI is to assess the training conditions and progress in the research of the Doctoral Student. In particular, it shall ensure the prevention of any form of conflict, discrimination or harassment. It also ensures that the cotutelle runs smoothly and notifies it in the meeting report.

Final evaluation and award of the title


After completing the double doctoral program and satisfying all the associated requirements (in particular the fulfilment of the coursework credits and the positive evaluation of the thesis work by the committee specified in 11) the PhD candidate will be awarded the “Dottorato di ricerca in Ingegneria” by Politecnico di Milano and the title “doctor” by Université de Lorraine. 
The authorization to defend is given by the relevant bodies at the two Partner Institutions after the production of the reports by the pre-examiners.
The defense is conditioned by the preliminary examination of the research work by at least two pre-examiners, selected for their expertise and entitlement to conduct research. They must be external to both Partner Institutions, to the research units of the doctoral student, and with no link whatsoever with the thesis.
The PhD candidate will present and defend the thesis according to the respective rules of the institutions. 
The presentation of the thesis by the PhD candidate will take place at Politecnico di Milano.

Composition of final evaluation committee

The committee for the thesis defence will be composed by at least three professors expert in the subject of the thesis. In the final examination at least two external counter-reports are requested.


The committee will be nominated jointly by the two Institutions and approved by the Rector of Politecnico di Milano and the Président of UL.

The defense jury will be composed as follows:
· It will contain a minimum of 4 members and a maximum of 8 members,
· At least half of its members needs to be university professors or equivalent,
· The number of members from UL has to be equal to the number of members from Politecnico di Milano
· Half of its members at least, have to be external to both the Partner Institutions, and to the research work of the thesis 
· When possible, the jury must have a gender balanced composition. 
· When the supervisors (and co-supervisor if there are any) are part of jury, they cannot take part in the deliberation.


Financial matters


The PhD candidate will be financially supported by scholarships from both Institutions as specified in Addendum 
The PhD candidate will assume expenses for travel, accommodation and all living expenses. 
For the PhD candidate’s activities each Institution will freely make available its own resources, including office space.
The travel expenses for the Politecnico di Milano thesis supervisor will be in charge of the supervisor own research funds and/or of the Dipartimento di Matematica.
The travel expenses for the Université de Lorraine supervisor will be in charge of the of the supervisor own research funds and/or of the Institut Elie Cartan de Lorraine.
The travel expenses for the external members of the committee will be in charge of their own research funds and/or the Dipartimento di the Institut Elie Cartan de Lorraine.
There are no other financial charges for the Institutions.

Research results protection


The protection of the content of the thesis and the publication, exploitation and protection of the results of the research work developed by during the work carried out in both Institutions will be submitted to the regulations in force in both Countries and will be guaranteed according to specific procedures in force in each Country. (appendix below)

14. Controversies


The parties agree to solve in a friendly manner any controversy arising from the interpretation of the present agreement. In the event that the disagreement cannot be resolved, the issue(s) will be submitted for arbitration; each party will appoint a member of the arbitration panel and an additional member will be chosen by mutual consent.

Expiration of this agreement


This agreement for a double PhD for the PhD candidate indicated in Addendum of this document will expire when both PhD titles are conferred, and in any way will expire five years after the starting date of the double PhD program.
Should the PhD candidate decide not to proceed with the program, or be denied authorization to proceed, the two Institutions will end jointly the present agreement.

CONFIDENTIALITY, PUBLICATION AND INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY
I. REQUIREMENTS
In the event that this co-tutorship agreement is made within the framework of a partnership with one or more third parties and/or a pre-existing research contract between the Partner Institutions, the rules provided for by this partnership and/or pre-existing contract shall prevail over the provisions of this co-tutorship agreement which are contrary to them.
Thesis supervisors shall inform all other personnel involved, in particular the Doctoral Student, of the rights and obligations provided for in the co-tutorship agreement, in particular with regard to the confidentiality and publication of the CONFIDENTIALITY INFORMATION and the rules of ownership and exploitation of the RESULTS.
II. DEFINITIONS
The following terms written in capital letters, whether in their plural or singular form, shall be understood according to the following definitions:
OWN KNOWLEDGE(S): Any knowledge, likely to be protected or not by an Intellectual Property right, held and/or developed by a Partner prior to the present co-tutorship agreement and/or obtained independently of the execution of the present co-tutorship agreement such as, in particular but not restrictively, patentable inventions, patents, software, documents, information, data, databases, technical knowledge or of any other nature, know-how, trademarks, drawings and models.
CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION: Any information of any kind, in particular technical, scientific or commercial information, whatever its format, documentary characteristics or means of presentation, brought to the knowledge of one Partner (hereinafter referred to as the " Receiving Partner ") by the other Partner (hereinafter referred to as the " Disclosing Partner ") in connection with this co-tutorship agreement  and/or obtained by one Partner during a visit to the premises of the other Partner for the purposes of this co-tutorship agreement . This CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION may consist of, among other things, experimental data, tests, specifications, samples, drawings, inventions and discoveries, whether patented/patentable or not, semiconductor topography, technical data, software, databases, know-how and information relating to industrial techniques. This CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION may be presented by any means and on any medium. OWN KNOWLEDGE and RESULTS are considered to be CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION.
RESULT(S): all information, inventions, innovations, test or calculation results, theoretical studies and analyses, final report, whether they are protected/protectable by an intellectual property title or not, designed or developed within the framework of or in connection with this co-tutorship agreement. It is however specified that the know-how implemented and/or developed by each Partner within the framework of this co-tutorship agreement remains the property of the said Partner and is not considered as a RESULT. This know-how is thus considered as OWN KNOWLEDGE.
III. CONFIDENTIALITY
Partners’ obligations 
Each Partner Institution undertakes:
- Not to disclose to third parties, in any form whatsoever, any CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION received from the other Partner; 
- To use the CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION only for the execution of the thesis work;
- To ensure that its staff and/or any person working for it as well as its students respect the obligation of confidentiality contained in this article and treat such CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION with the same care and discretion as its own CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION;
- To take all reasonable steps to prevent such personnel from disclosing to third parties, without prior written authorization from Disclosing Partner Institution, all or any part of such CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION,
- Not to file a patent application or other intellectual property right that includes the CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION disclosed to it,
- To take such steps as may be necessary to secure such confidentiality obligation.
Exceptions
The definition of CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION does not include information that the Receiving Partner Institution can prove:
-	That the Disclosing Partner Institution has expressly advised it   in writing of the non-confidential nature of such information.
-	That such information would be publicly available or in the public domain on or after the date of entry into force of this co-tutorship agreement, through no fault of the Receiving Partner Institution,
-	That it was lawfully possessing the information before it was disclosed,
-	That it has received such information from third parties, provided that the third party has not received the information under confidentiality obligations.
-	That it has developed such information independently without the use of CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION by staff who have not had access to such CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION 
-	That it is obliged to disclose CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION in the context of administrative or judicial proceedings. In such a case, it will promptly notify the Disclosing Partner Institution to enable it to object to this procedure or to reduce the scope of the CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION disclosed.
With respect to OWN KNOWLEDGE, the provisions of this Article 5 shall remain in force during the term of this co-tutorship agreement and for ten (10) years following its expiry or termination for any reason whatsoever 
With respect to the RESULTS and in compliance with the stipulations of Article 6 relating to the postponement of publications, they shall remain in force during the term of this co-tutorship agreement and for twelve (12) months following its expiration or termination for any reason whatsoever 
This co-tutorship agreement does not imply any assignment or concession of intellectual property rights or transfer of technology on the CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION communicated by one of the Partner Institution to the other.
At the end of this co-tutorship agreement, the Receiving Partner Institution undertakes to deliver to the Disclosing Partner Institution or to destroy without delay, at the request of the Disclosing Partner Institution, any document containing CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION communicated to it by the Disclosing Partner Institution under this co-tutorship agreement.
IV. PUBLICATION
It is agreed between the Partner Institutions that the RESULTS will, as far as possible, be the subject of academic valorization. The Partner Institutions agree to ensure the widest possible dissemination of the RESULTS, in particular through publication and participation in symposia and conferences. 
However, in accordance with point III "CONFIDENTIALITY", publications may only refer to CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION with the explicit written authorization of the Disclosing Partner Institution.
Thus, any publication or communication planned by the Partner Institutions concerning the Study, and in particular its content, its progress or the RESULTS, must receive, during the term of this co-tutorship agreement and for twelve (12) months following its expiry or termination for any reason whatsoever, the express written agreement of the other Partner Institution.
However, in the event that the planned publication or communication involves OWN KNOWLEDGE of the other Partner Institution, it shall receive, during the term of this co-tutorship Agreement and for ten (10) years following its expiry or termination for any reason whatsoever, the express written consent of the other Partner Institution.
The other Partner Institution must make its decision known within a maximum period of: 
- two (2) weeks from receipt of the request for oral communications (conferences, etc.) 
- two (2) months from receipt of the request for written publications. 
After this period and in the absence of a reply, the agreement will be deemed to have been reached. 
Consequently, for the duration of this co-tutorship agreement and the periods mentioned above (twelve (12) months or ten (10) years if OWN KNOWLEDGE is involved), any proposed publication or communication will be submitted to the other Partner Institution for its approval, and said Partner Institution may remove or modify certain details, the disclosure of which would be likely to prejudice the industrial and commercial exploitation, under good conditions, of the RESULTS of the Study. Such deletions or modifications will not affect the scientific value of the publication.
In addition, the other Partner Institution may ask to delay publication or communication for a maximum period of eighteen (18) months from the application, if the information contained in the publication or communication is to be protected as industrial property.
These publications and communications shall mention the contribution made by each of the Partner Institutions to the implementation of the Study.
The present stipulations shall not be an obstacle: 
-	to the obligation imposed on each of the persons participating in the Study to produce an activity report to the body to which he or she reports, such communication not constituting a disclosure within the meaning of industrial property laws,
-	the defense of master's theses or dissertations by students whose scientific activity is related to the subject of the present co-tutorship agreement (this defense being organised whenever necessary in such a way as to guarantee the confidentiality of certain RESULTS while respecting the university regulations in force).
V. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY
1.	OWN KNOWLEDGE
OWN KNOWLEDGE obtained by the Partner Institutions prior to the Study and/or independently remains their respective property. The other Partner Institution shall not receive any rights to the patents, OWN KNOWLEDGE and related know-how as a result of this co-tutorship Agreement.
For the sole execution of the Study, and only for the duration of the co-tutorship agreement, each Partner Institution grants the other Partner Institution a right to use its OWN KNOWLEDGE.
During the term of this CONTRACT and six (6) months after its expiry and subject to the rights of third parties, each Partner Institution will make its best efforts to grant to the other Partner Institution, by separate instrument and upon written request, a license to its OWN KNOWLEDGE when it is necessary for the exploitation, by the requesting Partner Institution, of its RESULTS or of the RESULTS over which it has obtained exploitation rights. The Partner Institution holder undertakes to grant the said licenses on normal commercial terms for the sector of application concerned. These rights shall be non-exclusive unless the Partner Institution holder has given prior written consent. If necessary, these rights may be granted with the right to sublicense.
2.	RESULTS
The RESULTS are jointly and equally owned by Université de Lorraine (French) and Politecnico di Milano (Italy).
Subject to the rights of third parties and in particular the rights that the Doctoral Student may have on the RESULTS, the Partner Institutions shall be co-owners of the RESULTS and related intellectual property rights, according to their respective intellectual and financial contributions to the said RESULTS.
At the end of this contract, the Partner Institutions agree to meet to draw up a list of the results obtained in the framework of the Study. A co-ownership agreement defining in particular the terms and conditions of management of the co-ownership shall be signed between the Partner Institutions as soon as possible and in any event before any direct or indirect industrial and/or commercial exploitation.
It is specified between the Partner Institutions that the University of Lorraine may be required to share its share of co-ownership of the RESULTS with a public research establishment that administers a joint research structure (UMR) with it.
2.2 Protection of RESULTS 
The Partner Institutions who are co-owners of the joint patentable RESULTS shall designate from among themselves, by mutual agreement, the person who will be responsible for carrying out the formalities of registration and maintenance in the joint names of the co-owning Partner Institutions (hereinafter referred to as the "Co-ownership Management Partner"). They may also decide to appoint a third party to perform these formalities.
The Co-ownership Management Partner will be determined on a case-by-case basis taking into account the respective co-ownership shares, the Doctoral Student's home institution and the possible existence of a portfolio of assets linked to the RESULTS and held by one of the Partner Institutions. 
In this respect, the Co-ownership Management Partner has the sole right to act on behalf of the co-ownership for all acts of protection of the RESULTS under the Intellectual Property, and in particular any act of registration, maintenance and extension of the common patents. He shall assess the advisability of being assisted by an agent for the performance of these functions.
2.3 Valuation of RESULTS
The management and monitoring of the joint RESULTS, as soon as they are obtained and until the end of their exploitation, shall be entrusted, unless otherwise decided, to the Co-ownership Management Partner, the latter undertaking to make its best efforts to valorize the RESULTS. 
The Partner Institutions shall sign a co-ownership and exploitation agreement on a case-by-case basis as soon as possible and in any event before any direct and/or indirect commercial and/or industrial exploitation. This co-ownership and exploitation agreement shall define in particular the terms of remuneration of the Co-ownership Management Partner or his agent.
The Partner Institutions undertake:
- to communicate to each other all technical or administrative documents necessary for the filing and obtaining of joint patents, and in general for the protection and valorization of the RESULTS;
- to ensure that the names of the inventors are mentioned in accordance with the legal provisions in force, in the patent applications;
- that their personnel, cited as inventors, give all signatures and carry out all formalities necessary for filing, obtaining, maintaining in force and defending the joint patents, in particular that they sign the assignment of rights related to the American procedure.
2.4 Use and exploitation of RESULTS 
i) In the event that the other Partner Institution identifies a third party likely to exploit the RESULTS, it shall inform the Co-ownership Management Partner so that it may consider the feasibility or otherwise of licensing the RESULTS to this third party. 
Any direct and/or indirect commercial and/or industrial exploitation of the RESULTS shall give rise to remuneration for the Partner Institutions in proportion to their respective shares of co-ownership. The royalties received by the Partner Manager of the Co-Ownership shall thus be divided between the Partner Institutions after deduction of the Industrial Property costs incurred by the Partner Manager of the Co-Ownership and of the remuneration of the latter provided for in the co-ownership and exploitation contract.
ii) Each Partner Institution may use the RESULTS of the Study for its own research needs, including in partnership with third parties.
Subject to the provisions of the "CONFIDENTIALITY" and "PUBLICATION" articles, the Partner Institutions may use the RESULTS freely and without charge in the context of their teaching and research activities. 
VI. WARRANTIES
Partner Institutions acknowledge and agree that all CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION, RESULTS and any OWN KNOWLEDGE, if any, are provided on an "as is" basis and that no Partner Institution makes any warranty, express or implied, as to the accuracy, adequacy, completeness, effectiveness of any CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION provided. The Disclosing Partner Institution shall not be responsible for the use and consequences that may arise from the Receiving Partner Institution's use of such CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION.
The RESULTS, OWN KNOWLEDGE and/or CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION are used by the Partner Institutions at their respective sole cost, risk and expense, and accordingly, neither Partner Institution shall have any recourse against the other, in any capacity and for any reason whatsoever, by reason of the use, of such RESULTS, OWN KNOWLEDGE, and/or CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION.
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
